AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A HAZARD MITIGATION GRANT 

AGREEMENT WITH THE OHIO EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY 

AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY 

WHEREAS, the Ohio Department of Public Safety ("ODPS") awarded $216,775.80 in grant 
funding to the City, indirectly through the Ohio Emergency Management Agency ("OEMA"), 
that requires a local contribution of $24,086.20 for the acquisition and demolition of two 
residential structures and one vacant parcel located in a Zone AE Special Flood Hazard Area 
("SFHA"); and, 

WHEREAS, Council finds that the acquisition and demolition of these properties will improve 
the health, welfare, and recreational opportunities for City residents; 

Now therefore, be it enacted by the Council of the Municipality of Defiance, Ohio, 
that: 

Section 1 :  The City Administrator is hereby authorized to execute for and on behalf of the 
City of Defiance, a municipal corporation established under the laws of the State of Ohio, the 
State-Local Hazard Mitigation Grant Program Agreement with the OEMA attached hereto 
and marked as "Exhibit A" and all other necessary documents to secure this grant funding. 

Section 2: The City Administrator is further directed to cause the filing of the agreement in 
the appropriate State office for the purpose of obtaining certain Federal financial assistance 
under the Disaster Relief Act (Public Law 288, 23rd Congress} or otherwise available from 
the President's Disaster Relief Fund. 

Section 3: The City Administrator is further authorized to provide to the State and to the 
Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA} for all matters pertaining to such Federal 
disaster assistance the assurances and agreements as listed in the Grant Agreement. 

Section 4: It is found and determined that all legislative actions pertaining to the adoption 
of this Ordinance were taken in Public Session and that all deliberations that affected or 
influenced any such legislative act, including all deliberations in Committee, were conducted 
in Public Session or in Executive Session duly convened in accordance with law. 

Section 5: This Ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure necessary to preserve 
the health, safety or welfare of the community for the reason that immediate execution of the 
grant agreement is necessary to remain eligible for this funding. As such, this Ordinance 
shall be effective immediately upon passage by an affirmative vote of not less than five (5) 
Members of Council and approval of the Mayor.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR TO MAKE 

APPLICATION TO THE OHIO DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION 

FOR THE AYERSVILLE AVENUE SIDEWALK CONNECTIVITY PROJECT 

AND TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT TO SECURE THOSE FUNDS 

AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY 

WHEREAS, the Ohio Department of Transportation ("ODOT") administers the 
Transportation Alternatives Program CT AP") which provides funding to local governments for 
pedestrian projects; and, 

WHEREAS, the City desires to construct and upgrade sidewalks along Ayersville Avenue 
in order to fill gaps in pedestrian facilities and make one continuous pedestrian connection 
from Logan Street to Dohoney Road near the southeastern municipal boundary; and, 

WHEREAS, Codified Ordinance §137.02 delegates continuing authority to the City 
Administrator to supervise the improvement of sidewalks and the construction of public 
improvements and public works; and, 

WHEREAS, Council finds that construction of a sidewalk at this location promotes the health 
and welfare of the community because it will offer a safe pedestrian route along the Ayersville 
Avenue corridor; and, 

WHEREAS, ODOT would fund ninety-five percent (95%) of the construction and 
engineering portions of the project or $1,677,000.00 and the City would be responsible for all 
of the remaining costs, for a total estimated project cost of $2,175,000.00; 

Now therefore, be it enacted by the Council of the Municipality of Defiance, Ohio, 
that: 

Section 1 :  The authority delegated to the City Administrator by Codified Ordinance § 137. 02 
is ratified and confirmed and he is hereby authorized to prepare and submit all documents 
now, or hereafter required, to make application for and accept funds from the ODOT TAP to 
include, without limitation, all grant applications deemed necessary or appropriate to such 
transactions for construction of pedestrian improvements, including sidewalks, along 
Ayersville Avenue on behalf of the City of Defiance, Ohio. 

Section 2: The City Administrator is further authorized to execute and deliver all contracts, 
agreements, program compliance covenants, and other documents as may be appropriate 
to secure TAP funding from ODOT. 

Section 3: It is found and determined that all legislative actions pertaining to the adoption 
of this Ordinance were taken in Public Session and that all deliberations that affected or 
influenced any such legislative act, including all deliberations in Committee, were conducted 
in Public Session or in Executive Session duly convened in accordance with law. 

Section 4: This Ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure necessary to preserve 
the health, safety, or welfare of the community for the reason that the grant application 
deadline is January 31 ,  2023. As such, this Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon 
passage by an affirmative vote of not less than five (5) Members of Council and approval of 
the Mayor. 
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
